Subject:  Exhaust Gas Analysers and the European Commission
The Measuring Instruments Directive has been in operation since 2006.  There are now proposals to add more instrument sectors to the Directive including exhaust gas analysers for motorbikes and diesel engines where: Exhaust gas analysers are used to detect concentrations of combustion products emitted from a vehicle’s exhaust.  They can be used to test for compliance with emission standards, diagnose engine faults and measure combustion efficiency.

10. Do you refer to any national standards when manufacturing/supplying the exhaust gas analysis equipment?  If so, which standards do you follow?

11. Have the presence of national standards caused any problems for you when selling your products within the European Union?  If so, what countries have you experienced problems in?
12. Do you have any views on whether exhaust gas analysis equipment (for motorbikes and/or diesel engines) should be included in the Measuring Instruments Directive?
