This note describes how information you submit to RPA may be used for the purposes of these two studies undertaken on behalf of ECHA and should be read in conjunction with the relevant RPA questionnaire.  Your attention is drawn to the following key points:

How your data and details may be used by RPA
Your information will be used in the production of a report for each of the substances identified above.  Each report will comprise two main parts:  a part that will become publicly available (typically on ECHA’s Internet site, hereafter referred to as the Public Report) and a Confidential Annex which will only be submitted by RPA to ECHA.  The latter will not become available to the wider public.  Please note that RPA will not be involved in the dissemination or publication of any of these written outputs.
Each question in the RPA questionnaire allows you to specify whether any of the answers you provide should be considered to be commercially sensitive information.  Please indicate if this is the case for each answer you provide.  Such commercially sensitive information will be included in the separate Confidential Annexes to be submitted to ECHA. 

In presenting the information you have provided in the two Public Reports, care will be taken by RPA to ensure that your information will not be linked to the name of your organisation.  Also note that any information you provide will solely be used for the purposes of these two studies.
RPA and its partners
RPA is working under contract to ECHA as a member of a consortium of companies.  The consortium is managed by the Danish company DHI (http://www.dhigroup.com).  RPA is further supported in undertaking these studies by the Dutch organisation TNO (http://www.tno.nl), which is a member of the same consortium.  For the purposes of analysis and for administrative reasons, it may be required that confidential information (i.e. the Confidential Annexes) is passed on to DHI and/or TNO; for example, when the Confidential Annex is submitted electronically to ECHA, managers of DHI may also be copied in.  Also, information may be transmitted to TNO to allow TNO to make their input to the data analysis for these two studies.  We will assume that you do not object to RPA making such processed confidential information available to DHI or TNO, unless you advise us otherwise in writing (by email).  DHI, TNO and RPA commit not to pass any confidential information you supply to anyone else outside their consortium, with the exception of ECHA.  Your questionnaire responses or any other ‘raw data’ you provide will also not be provided by RPA to consortium partners, without your consent.
How your data and details may be used by ECHA

As noted above, RPA will provide ECHA with a Public Report and a Confidential Annex for each of the two substances.  RPA is also contractually obliged to pass on to ECHA the details of your organisation (and your representatives), and any relevant information/data you submit to us.
It is possible that in the process of discussing and agreeing on the relevant Annex XV dossiers, the Confidential Annexes submitted to ECHA may be shared with ECHA’s Committees (the Risk Assessment Committee, the Socio-economic Assessment Committee, the Member State Committee and the Forum for Exchange of Information on Enforcement) and, where necessary, with relevant Member State Competent Authorities.  The information that may be shared with these bodies will not include an explicit list of names of industry organisations and individuals that have made an input to the RPA reports.

Moreover, ECHA and all associated bodies that may be granted access to the Confidential Annexes commit to respect requests for confidentiality when information is submitted to RPA.
Finally, although you are very welcome to indicate which parts of your information should be handled as confidential, to allow us to keep the Public Reports as informative and transparent as possible, we would appreciate it very much if confidentiality claims could be kept to the required minimum. 
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
