Subject:  European Electronic Toll Service and the European Commission
The Measuring Instruments Directive has been in operation since 2006.  There are now proposals to add more instrument sectors to the Directive including the European Electronic Toll Service (EETS) where this is relies on a: Communication system which involves fitting road vehicles with an On-Board-Unit (OBU).  The OBU then communicates with an EETS provider, ultimately enabling a toll charger to bill the vehicle driver for road travel (and possibly ferry use).
Risk & Policy Analysts (RPA) has been asked by the European Commission (DG Enterprise & Industry) to collect more information on these sectors to help with the decision making process.
